 You are entitled to attend the meeting if you wish.  You may also be 
assisted or accompanied by another person.  You are also entitled to 
be represented by any person whether or not they are legally qualified. 

 You will have the opportunity to address the Licensing and Consents 
Appeals Committee and will be able to question any other party.  

 The Legal Adviser present to aid the Committee may question any 
party or approved representative to ensure that the hearing is 
conducted fairly and to clarify any matter arising.  

 Please note that if you do not attend, the Licensing and Consents 
Appeals Committee may still consider the matter in your absence.  
However the Licensing and Consents Appeals Committee will still 
consider any application or representations that you have made at the 
meeting.  

 The Licensing and Consents Appeals Committee has the right to 
exclude any person who is being disruptive although they may be 
permitted to return on specified conditions.  However, if they had been 
entitled to provide information verbally to the hearing, they will still 
retain the right to provide that information in writing.

 The enclosed Procedure will be the one followed at the Committee 
hearing.
